Background to Lamentations

e The prophet Jeremiah lamented the fall of Jerusalem and
the exile of the Jews in Babylon in 586 BC

e He attributed it to the sins of the nation for turning away
from God

e He also proclaimed the mercy and faithfulness of God

. What It Means that God is Faithful
e Faithful = being steadfast, loyal, and true; a consistent
dedication to a person, cause, or promise
e God never changes

Il. Lessons From the Hymn

e We have the assurance that God loves us; that he
always hears our prayers; that he provides his Spirit to
guide and comfort us; that he transforms us to be
more like Jesus; and he will take us home to be with
him in eternity.

e Just as nature follows unchanging patterns and laws,
so we can count on God to never change or act out of
character

e God demonstrated his faithfulness toward us by
forgiving us and washing away our sins

e God'’s Spirit will bring us comfort, joy, and
encouragement in times of difficulty

God gives us an abundance of blessings. If we focus more on the
blessings of life than the negatives, we will have a more joyful heart.

SCRIPTURE PASSAGES

Lamentations 3:19-23 - The thought of my affliction and my
homelessness is wormwood and gall! 2° My soul continually thinks of
it and is bowed down within me. 21 But this I call to mind, and
therefore | have hope: 22 The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases,
his mercies never come to an end. 2 they are new every morning;
great is your faithfulness. 2* “The Lord is my portion,” says my soul,
“therefore | will hope in him.”
